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Status of Bull Trout 
(Salvelinus confluentus) 
in Alberta

Eastern Slopes Region
- Self-sustaining populations in 
90 of 183 (49%) historically 
occupied waterbodies
- 41% of current populations 
are at high risk of extirpation

Southern Region:
- Distribution has declined to 
  31% of historical range 
  (581/1860 km of stream habitat)

North Eastern Slopes Region:
- Historically found in 17 lakes
-Only common in 3 lakes 
(18% of historical distribution)

Lower Red Deer River:
- Mostly Extirpated

Smoky/Peace River Region:
- Self-sustaining populations more 
  common than other areas
